Capacity Additions:
Construct a high school to open in 2005, an elementary school to open in 2006, and an elementary school to open in 2007.  Acquire a site to build a new middle school to open in 2009.
Finance Plan:
A 1998 capital improvement levy provided $5 million to acquire school sites.  Voters approved a levy in 2003 to fund the new high school.  The district is not eligible for state assistance at the elementary school level, although the middle and high school are eligible.  Funding also may be secured through sale of real property and impact fees.  In addition to King County, the district receives impact fees from Pierce County and the City of Auburn.
Comment:
District officials have determined that approximately 81 percent of the capacity improvements are necessary to serve students generated from new development in the Lakeland South and Lea Hill areas.  Lakeland South is a large MPD in Pierce County.  Most of the MPD is located in the Dieringer School District, which only serves K-8.  The two districts negotiated a transfer of territory that was effective in the 1999 school year.  The district has not adjusted capacity to implement I-728.**
*  Enrollment is for full time equivalent (FTE) assuming kindergarten students at .5 FTE.

**  Initiative 728, approved by the voters in November 2002, increases state funding over three years to reduce class size.  The reduction in class size will decrease existing building capacity by requiring more classrooms to serve the same number of students.  Districts may choose to implement the initiative by providing special enhancement programs, such as reading, which generally do not affect capacity.


Enumclaw School District

Comment:
The district has withdrawn from the impact fee program.  The district has been experiencing an actual decline in enrollment for several years.

Capacity Additions:
Add middle school capacity in 2005.

Other Improvements:
Technology upgrades, playground and sports field, and parking and pedestrian safety improvements.

Finance Plan:
An $83 million bond package approved by voters in September 1999 included funds for the technology upgrades, playground and sports field, and parking and pedestrian safety improvements.  Construction funds for the middle school will come from a future bond issue.  The district also receives impact fees from the cities of Federal Way and Kent.

Comment:
The District in 2004-2005 will complete grade configuration to 9-12 in the high schools.  They also have a nontraditional evening high school program called the “Internet Academy” which does not require on campus space or utilize existing space outside of the traditional school day.  The Puget Sound Early College program will slightly impact capacity at secondary schools.  The program will allow 60 juniors and seniors to attend classes at the Highline Community College's Federal Way campus while completing their high school diploma and earning an Associate of Arts college degree. The district has not adjusted capacity to implement I-728.

Capacity Additions:
Construct a high school addition to open in 2008.

Finance Plan:
The high school addition will need voter approval.  The district is not eligible for state matching funds.  The district receives impact fees from Pierce County and the cities of Fife, Milton and Edgewood.

Comment:
The district continues to project enrollment increases due to several large planned residential developments.  One new development of approximately 900 units straddles the Fife/Puyallup School District borders and could generate 146-442 new students, depending on actual location and enrollment choices.
Highline School District

Comment:
The district has withdrawn from the impact fee program.  The district has recently received voter approval of a levy to replace a number of small aging facilities.

Construct new elementary schools to open in 2004 and 2007, a 9th-grade/middle school in 2005 and elementary school additions in 2006.  The district is also purchasing new elementary and middle school sites.

Other Improvements:
The district is modernizing support facilities and adding a satellite transportation center.  There are plans for site improvement and land acquisitions.
Finance Plan:
The district has approved funding to construct the elementary school and the middle school.  The district is not eligible for state matching funds for the elementary, but is eligible for the 9th-grade/middle school.  The district receives impact fees from the cities of Bellevue, Issaquah, Newcastle, Renton and Sammamish.

Comment:
The district has recalculated elementary building capacity to implement I-728.

Capacity Additions:
Construction of additional capacity at three high schools in 2004.  Temporary closure and remodel Kent Junior High in 2004-2005 with plans to reopen in September 2005 as a new middle school.  Kent Junior High students will attend other middle schools in the area now that 9th-graders have moved to high schools.  There are plans to build a new high school to open in 2009.
Finance Plan:
In 2002, voters approved a $69.5 million bond issue for capital improvement projects, including the high school additions.  The district is eligible for state matching funds for the high school additions.  The district also receives impact fees from Pierce County, and the cities of Kent, Covington and Auburn.  Voters would need to approval another bond for a new high school.`
Comment:
The district has recalculated elementary building capacity to implement I-728.

Capacity Additions:
Construct an elementary school to be ready for occupancy in 2006.  During the timeframe of this plan, the district will modernize three elementary schools, one junior high and one senior high school to provide additional permanent capacity at all grade levels.  
Finance Plan:
A 1998 bond measure provides funds for the modernization and replacement projects.  The district is not eligible for state matching funds for the new construction.  The district receives impact fees from the City of Sammamish.

Comment:
Differing growth patterns throughout the district may cause some communities to experience overcrowding, especially in eastern portions of the district where significant housing development is taking place.  The district will utilize solutions such as movement of relocatables, boundary changes, reconfiguration, new construction, modernization and modifications in the educational program.  Boundary changes will be implemented in 2004-2005 to help relieve pressure of 12 eastside over-crowded elementary schools.  The district's standard of service has been modified to reflect the legislature’s cutbacks on funding of I-728 grade size reductions.

Capacity Additions:
No new schools are planned within the six-year planning horizon.  

Other Improvements:
Many district facilities are receiving technology improvements and modernization, and some are scheduled for renovations of play areas and athletic fields.

Finance Plan:
Voters passed a $98 million capital improvement bond in February 2002.  That package includes revenues for the additions and modernization projects.  They are not eligible for state matching funds.  

Comment:
The district has experienced a decline in the projected enrollment, and that decline is expected to continue for the first two years of this six-year forecast, and then begin a steady increase in the latter years.  Junior High enrollment is projected to increase in 2004 but decline in subsequent years while high school enrollment is expected to fluctuate from year-to-year, with an overall decline of 59 students during the six years.  The district has not adjusted capacity to implement I-728, but a district task force has been planning for future implementation.

Capacity Additions:
Due to lower enrollment than previously projected, references to a new high school and a new K-8 school have been eliminated from this plan.
Other Improvements:
The district plans to add relocateable classrooms at Tolt Middle School.  Technology upgrades to several existing facilities are planned.

Finance Plan:
The technology upgrades are being funded by a capital projects levy approved by the voters in February 2004.  The district is not eligible for state matching funds.  The district usually receives impact fees from the cities of Duvall and Carnation in addition to King County, although the calculation in this plan yields no impact fees to be collected from any jurisdiction for the 2004-2005 school year.
Comment:
The Riverview School District Board of Directors is emphasizing smaller multiple high schools rather than one large district-wide facility and one school that will integrate all grade levels from K-8.  To that end, the district is still exploring ways to provide an additional high school in or near the City of Carnation and a K-8 school in or near the City of Duvall although student enrollment growth projects do not support the construction of those facilities during the next six years.  The district has not adjusted capacity to implement I-728.

Capacity Additions:
Construct an elementary school to open in 2005 and construct a new middle school to open in 2008.

Other Improvements:
During the next six years, plans to upgrade Mount Si High School, Chief Kanim Middle School and Fall City Elementary School; install a district-wide fiber-optic network; and purchase portable classrooms.
Finance Plan:
A combination of bond proceeds, impact fees and mitigation payments will fund construction of the new elementary and middle schools as well as the improvement projects.  The district anticipates receiving state matching funds to help finance the modernization project at Mount Si High School.  The district is receiving funds from voluntary developer agreements and impact fees from the City of Snoqualmie.

Comment:
The district is experiencing increased enrollment from the Snoqualmie Ridge MPD now under construction and several other large projects.  The standard of service has been modified to reflect partial implementation of I-728.
