The Honorable Cynthia Sullivan:

The enclosed ordinance, if approved, will appropriate $21,675 to Parks and Recreation (CX), $60,743 to Adult and Juvenile Detention, $35,333 to the Alcoholism and Substance Abuse Fund, and disappropriate $82,418 from Salary and Wage Contingency (CX) for the 2003 budget.  This supplemental will implement the collective bargaining unit agreement between King County and employees represented by the Joint Crafts Council. 

Supplemental funding for this agreement comes from existing fund balance in the Alcoholism and Substance Abuse Fund and from CX Salary and Wage Contingency for Parks and Recreation and Adult and Juvenile Detention.

The settlement reached is a product of good-faith bargaining between King County and the union.  The agreement compares favorably with other settlements and is within our capacity to finance.
