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Council to Hold Public Hearing on Transfer of Undeveloped Land to City of Kenmore
The Metropolitan King County Council will hold a public hearing on October 15, 2007  to take testimony on a proposed ordinance authorizing the transfer of approximately 24 acres of undeveloped land to the City of Kenmore located in the City boundary near the intersection of 192nd street and 80th Avenue NE.  
King County purchased the property in 2006 for construction of a portal and conveyance facilities for the Brightwater project.  

The transfer of this property is part of a mitigation agreement with the City of Kenmore to mitigate the construction and operational impacts of the Brightwater project within the City.  Under the terms of the property transfer agreement, the property would be transferred to the City following the substantial completion of Brightwater conveyance construction in approximately 2010 and could only be used by the City for parkland, open space and recreational purposes.
