SUBJECT

Proposed Motion 2026-0029 would authorize the Department of Public Health to accept a donation from Virginia Mason Medical Center for the Eastgate Public Health Center operations and services. 

SUMMARY

Proposed Motion 2026-0029 would authorize the Department of Public Health to accept a $233,411 donation from Virginia Mason Medical Center, on behalf of its employees, for operations and services at Eastgate Public Health Center. Eastgate Public Health Center is a facility in Bellevue that provides health care and environmental health services. 

King County Code (K.C.C.) 2.80.010 and K.C.C. 2.80.090 requires donations greater than $50,000 received for Department of Public Health purposes to be accepted on behalf of the County by the Council by motion. The Proposed Motion appears to be consistent with K.C.C.

BACKGROUND 

The Department of Public Health has 11 public health centers across the County, with varied services at each site. The Eastgate Public Health Center in Bellevue provides health care, including:
· Primary care
· COVID-19 vaccines
· Teen clinic
· Birth control and STD clinic
· Maternity Support Services and Infant Case Management
· Women, Infants, and Children Nutrition Program
· Dental clinic 
· Pharmacy

These services are primarily funded through Medicaid; local, state, and federal grants and contracts; local revenue including Veterans, Seniors, and Human Services and Best Starts for Kids; patient generated revenue (largely Medicaid); and the Hospital Services Agreement.

The environmental health services that are offered at Eastgate Public Health Center include:
· Food worker cards and business permits
· On-site sewage and septic system services
· Plumbing and gas pimping permits
· Private and well systems services
· Public and private school plan reviews
· Pool and spa or hot tub permits

The primary revenue sources for environmental health services include license and permit fees, as well as state and federal revenues.

ANALYSIS

Proposed Motion 2026-0029 would authorize the Department of Public Health to accept the $233,411 donation from Virginia Mason Medical Center for operations and services at Eastgate Public Health Center. According to Executive staff, the donation is from Virginia Mason employees who chose to donate to the Eastgate Public Health Center in 2025. 

K.C.C. 2.80.010 and K.C.C. 2.80.090 requires donations greater than $50,000 received for Department of Public Health purposes to be accepted on behalf of the County by the Council by motion. The Proposed Motion appears to be consistent with the requirements of K.C.C. 2.80.010 and K.C.C. 2.80.090.

Executive staff noted that no additional appropriation authority is required.
