Proposed Substitute Ordinance 2016-0005.2, approving the 2015 updates to the Strategic Plan for Public Transportation 2011-2021 and the King County Metro Service Guidelines, passed out of committee on April 27, 2016, with a “Do Pass” recommendation. The ordinance was amended in committee with Striking Amendment S1 and Title Amendment T1, together with a friendly amendment revising a sentence on page 25 of Attachment A. 




SUBJECT

An ordinance relating to public transportation; adopting updates to the Strategic Plan for Public Transportation 2011-2021 (Strategic Plan) and King County Metro Service Guidelines (Service Guidelines). 

SUMMARY

This Regional Transit Committee (RTC) agenda item provides for discussion and action on Proposed Ordinance 2016-0005.  The Chair’s Striking Amendment and accompanying Title Amendment incorporate RTC-identified changes to the proposed ordinance and Attachment A (update to the Strategic Plan) and Attachment B (update to the Service Guidelines).  This staff report discusses the changes included in the Chair’s Striking Amendment.

BACKGROUND

Committee Review

Proposed Ordinance 2016-0005, as transmitted by the Executive, includes a Statement of Facts section that summarizes the legislative history of the Strategic Plan and Service Guidelines, and a section that  approves:

· The 2015 Update to the Strategic Plan for Public Transportation 2011-2021, which is Attachment A to the proposed ordinance; and
· The 2015 Update to the King County Metro Service Guidelines, which is Attachment B to the proposed ordinance.

The RTC reviewed the 2015 Updates on January 20, February 3, and February 17.  Through briefings and workshop discussion, the Committee evaluated how the proposed Updates implement the Service Guidelines Task Force recommendations, Access to Transit Study findings, and other changes designed to provide up-to-date contextual  information and to make the documents easier to follow and more transparent.

On March 16, the Committee reviewed the preliminary draft Chair’s striking amendment changes to Attachments A and B, which included edits suggested by RTC members, County Councilmembers, and staff.  Additional staff work was requested on provisions relating to the Alternative Services Demonstration Program and partnerships.

In early April, draft legislative language amending the text of Proposed Ordinance 2016-0005 was distributed; this draft added a new Statement of Fact concerning the Alternative Services Program and a new section expressing the RTC’s intent to monitor the Alternative Services Program.  Further edits to Attachments A and B were also circulated.  The updated Matrix listing the changes to Attachments A and B is Attachment 5 to this staff report.

Chair’s Striking Amendment

Amendment to the proposed ordinance – Attachment 1 to the staff report is the Chair’s Striking Amendment, S1, which would modify the text of the proposed ordinance.  Attachment 1 also includes a detailed “Effects Statement” describing the changes.

Features of the Chair’s Striking Amendment include:
· Page 1, line 4 through page 4, line 68 is the same “Statement of Facts” language transmitted by the Executive[footnoteRef:1]; [1: On page 3, line 54, the number of Statement of Fact #9 is corrected; and the reference to RTC action on page 4, lines 67-68, is revised to reflect that the RTC has completed its work. ] 

· Page 4, lines 69 through 82 is a new Statement of Fact #10, describing the legislative history of the Alternative Services Program;
· Page 5, lines 84 through 87 is Section 1 approving the attached 2015 updates to the Strategic Plan and Service Guidelines (Attachments A and B);
· Page 5, lines 88 through 92 is a new Section 2 that repeals the existing Strategic Plan and Service Guidelines versions now in effect, because they are entirely replaced by the 2015 Updates;
· Page 5, line 93 through page 6, line 120 is a new Section 3 that describes the RTC’s intent to monitor the Alternative Services Program through quarterly updates from King County Metro, so the Committee can consider future changes to the project prioritization criteria in the 2015 Update;
· Page 6, lines 121 through 126 delete the Executive’s transmitted Attachments A and B and replace them with the RTC-recommended Attachments A and B dated April 27, 2016.

RTC revisions to the Strategic Plan 2015 Update – Attachment 2 to the staff report is the revised Attachment A, Strategic Plan 2015 Update, dated April 27, 2016.  Attachment A incorporates wording changes on pages 7, 15, 19, 29, 30, 36, 46, and 56. 

RTC revisions to the Service Guidelines 2015 Update – Attachment 3 to the staff report is the revised Attachment B, Service Guidelines 2015 Update, dated April 27, 2016.  Attachment B incorporates wording changes on pages 7, 11, 14, 23, 24, 25, 26, 27, 34, 35, and 41[footnoteRef:2]. [2:  Typographical and graphic errors are corrected on pages 5, 6, 14, 29, 34,and 37 (see Attachment 5, Matrix item #17).] 


Both documents are in final form as prepared by King County Metro graphics specialists.

To facilitate review of the RTC revisions to these documents, the updated Matrix describing the changes is Attachment 5 to the staff report.  Attachment 6 is a separate set of the pages with wording changes, to allow for easier review of these pages.

Title amendment – Attachment 4 to the staff report is Title Amendment T1, reflecting the changes made in Chair’s Striking Amendment S1.
