Background
The City of Federal Way annexed three areas effective January 1, 2005: North Lake Redondo East, and Parkway. For maps of these areas, please see Attachments 2, 3, and 4.  Prior to the effective date of the annexation, the King County Department of Development and Environmental Services received and initiated processing of building and land use applications for properties within these annexation areas. In the absence of an interlocal agreement, the permit applications would be transferred to the City of Federal Way for completion of the permitting process. In the interest of continuity, the City of Federal Way has requested that DDES complete processing of permit applications submitted prior to the effective date of the annexation for properties within these annexation areas.  
Proposed Ordinance 2005-0041 (Attachment 1) would authorize the Executive to enter into an agreement with the City of Federal Way to process building and land use permit applications received by the county prior to the January 1, 2005 annexation date for the North Lake, Redondo East, and Parkway annexation areas.  This legislation is time sensitive because the county cannot issue permits in these areas in the absence of an interlocal agreement.  
Provisions of the Interlocal Agreement
The agreement outlines terms and provisions for processing of both building permit applications and land use applications.   For building permit applications, the county will review and make decisions up through the point in time that either a certificate of occupancy or a final construction approval has been issued. The city shall have discretion and responsibility related to financial guarantees. 
For land use applications that do not require a public hearing prior to issuance, the county will make decisions about approval, conditions and denial; conduct follow-up inspections; and issue extensions. For both building permits and land use permits requiring legislative approval or involving administrative appeals, the city shall be responsible for scheduling, providing notices, conducting hearings, and making a final decision. Typically, cities with new annexation areas request that the county take a subdivision through the preliminary approval phase, then turn the application over to the city for further processing.  In the case of Federal Way, the city has asked that the county process subdivisions all the way to final construction approval. The city still retains ultimate decision-making authority for the post-preliminary review phases. 
The duration of the agreement is five years, effective retroactively to January 1, 2005. 

Fiscal impacts

This agreement is anticipated to be revenue neutral because the county’s processing of these permit applications is supported by permit fees.  Please see Attachment 5 for the fiscal note transmitted by the Executive. 
Future Legislation Related to This Annexation

The transmittal letter for this legislation (Attachment 6) notes that DDES anticipates transmitting additional legislation related to transfer of responsibility for local roads and surface water management facilities and other transition issues for these annexation areas in the near future.
