A MOTION confirming the Executive’s appointment of Mary Alice Knotts, who resides in council district ten, to the King County Alcoholism and Substance Abuse Administrative Board.
Summary:
The Executive has appointed Mary Alice Knotts to a three-year term on the King County Alcoholism and Substance Abuse Administrative Board, expiring March 31, 2007.
