SUBJECT	

Proposed Motion 2016-0322 would confirm the appointment of Zachary Howard, of district four, to the Transit Advisory Commission (TAC) for a partial term to expire on August 31, 2017.

BACKGROUND

Transit Advisory Commission. As established in the King County Code (KCC 2.124), the TAC is a permanent body that advises the Transit Division, the Executive, the County Council, local jurisdictions and area transportation forums on transit issues and policy, including matters of concern to the elderly and persons with disabilities.  TAC members are recruited by the King County Department of Transportation, appointed by the County Executive and approved by the County Council for two-year terms.

The TAC is comprised of 18 King County residents. Nine are transit riders, recruited to reflect the diversity and geographic distribution of County residents. Nine represent transit stakeholder groups, including persons with disabilities, elderly persons, or individuals associated with agencies that work with disabled and elderly persons, recruited to reflect the diversity of the communities they represent and types of disabilities, as well as consideration of the geographic distribution of County residents.

The TAC meets monthly from 6:00 to 8:00 p.m. on the third Tuesday of each month in downtown Seattle.

[bookmark: _GoBack]Appointee. Mr. Zachary Howard works as the University of Washington’s Transit Program Specialist, which encompasses an intensive and thorough analysis of the customer service experience. He has served on the Spoke and Food Planning Committee, the Student Transportation Task Force, and was the Treasurer for the Evans Student Organization. 

Mr. Zachary Howard recognizes the role that large employers play in leading the way for affordable transit and improved mobility, as demonstrated in his efforts to introduce a universal, low-cost transit pass for students.  His priority concerns as a TAC member include access to transit for low-income, elderly, students and mobility-impaired Seattle residents; safety and access improvements to transit stops; real-time arrival signage; integration of bus service with Light Rail stations; and an improved transit–only infrastructure.
