Dear Councilmember Gossett:

This proposed ordinance provides funding for the implementation of the Collective Bargaining Agreement for the King County Prosecuting Attorneys Association (KCPAA).  This agreement covers the non-senior deputies in the Criminal Division in the Prosecuting Attorney’s Office (PAO) and is in effect from July 1, 2006 to June 30, 2009.  Following the policy of the PAO to provide equal pay and benefit rates to its non-represented deputies, this ordinance provides additional funding for those non-represented deputies as well.
To maintain consistency with wages for similar positions in the local area, the agreement results in a 1% increase to all the deputies.  In addition, there is an across-the-board step increase for all deputies serving at the Deputy V level, the highest of the non-senior deputies, that takes effect on January 1, 2008.  The wage settlement includes cost-of-living increases for 2007, 2008, and 2009.  These increases are based on 90% of the increase in the All Cities CPI-W Index, September to September.

The proposed ordinance disappropriates $267,920 from the Salary and Wage Contingency Fund and appropriates $267,920 to the King County Prosecuting Attorney’s Office, amending the 2007 Budget Ordinance 15652, Sections 29 and 37.  This amount accounts for the increased expenditures from the cost of living adjustment (COLA) and range increases less ($167,158) that was budgeted for COLA in the 2007 Adopted Budget.
