Dear Councilmember Sullivan:

The 2003 Budget Ordinance number 14517, section 114 included the following proviso:

“Of the appropriation, $150,000 shall not be expended or encumbered until the executive submit and the council approves by motion an equipment replacement.  The plan shall include, at a minimum: an inventory of existing equipment; as description of the function the equipment performs; the age and useful life of the equipment; equipment replacement standards; a prioritization list, schedule and budget for replacement of the equipment; the failure cost of equipment failing or at risk of failure; and a proposal for establishing an equipment replacement reserve.  The plan must be filed with the clerk of the council.  The original and 16 copies of the plan should be filed with the clerk of the council by June 1, 2003.  The clerk of the council will retain the original…”

In response to the proviso, I am submitting ITS Printing and Graphics Arts equipment replacement plan.  C&M Technology, Inc., a technology consulting firm, has provided valuable assistance in developing the plan.
