Assumptions: Includes WLR Groundwater Program Executive Proposed Budget for 2005, except for work on Vashon Island. ILA’s pertain to work in Redmond Bear Creek, Issaquah Creek Valley, and East King County Groundwater Management Areas.

· Development of revenue and expenditure impacts. Groundwater Program budget for 2005 is based on individual Scopes of Work developed for four Groundwater Management Areas(GWMA).  Budgets were developed in concert with existing Groundwater Protection Committees. This legislation would allow for inter-local agreements to cost-share the work in three of these Groundwater Management Areas. The scopes of work and budget have received preliminary approval from staff representing the Interlocal Agreement parties. Standard WLRD labor, materials and service cost estimating procedures were used to develop the revenue and expenditure line accounts.  

· The 2005 budget assumes passage of this legislation and successful inter-local agreements are obtained from all parties. The proposed program depends on receipt of revenue from each of the ILA areas. 

· If this legislation does not pass, the program scope would have to be reduced for lack of revenues received as a result of inter-local agreements. 

· This legislation does not impact current 2004 revenue and expenditures. It is contained in the WLRD 2005 Executive Proposed Budget.
