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SUBJECT

Motions to approve responses submitted by 4Culture in response to provisos in the 2012 budget.
SUMMARY

PM 2012-0355 acknowledges receipt of the report required by Proviso P1, Section 71, in the 2012 budget, regarding 4Culture outreach to King County areas not served by a city arts commission, thereby releasing $75,000 in funding for the Cultural Development Authority.
PM 2012-0356 acknowledges receipt of the report required by Proviso P2, Section 71, in the 2012 budget, regarding 4Culture workshops held outside Seattle in 2012, thereby releasing $75,000 in funding for the Cultural Development Authority.

PM 2012-0357 acknowledges receipt of the letter required by Proviso P3, Section 71, in the 2012 budget, regarding displaying hotel-motel tax revenues by district for 2008 through 2011.  The $50,000 proviso amount was released for the Cultural Development Authority upon receipt of the letter on August 27, 2012 and a motion is not needed.
BACKGROUND

As part of the 2012 budget, the Council placed three provisos on the Cultural Development Authority budget as follows:
1) Proviso P1, restricting $75,000, requires a report on 4Culture outreach to unincorporated areas and cities in King County that are not served by a city arts commission,
2) Proviso P2, restricting $75,000, requires a report on 4Culture workshops held outside of Seattle in 2012 and their participants, and 
3) Proviso P3 requires information to be displayed on the 4Culture website regarding total expenditures of hotel-motel tax revenues in each council district for 2008 through 2011.
The proviso responses were required to be received by September 1, 2012.  They were received on August 27, 2012.
ANALYSIS
Proposed Motion 2012-0355
Proviso P1 of Section 71 of Ordinance 17232 for the Cultural Development Authority budget states:


P1 PROVIDED THAT:


Of this appropriation, $75,000 may not be expended or encumbered until 4Culture transmits a report and a motion that references the proviso's ordinance, section and number and states that 4Culture has responded to the proviso and the motion is adopted by the council.


The motion shall acknowledge receipt of a certification that 4Culture has conducted outreach to unincorporated areas and cities in King County that are not served by a city arts commission.  Along with the certification, 4Culture shall prepare a report that identifies the areas where outreach was conducted and what specific outreach activities were conducted, and provides documentation of the outreach efforts. 
4Culture must transmit the motion and report required by this proviso by September 1, 2012, in the form of a paper original and an electronic copy with the clerk of the council, who shall retain the original and provide an electronic copy to all councilmembers, the council chief of staff and the lead staff for the government accountability and oversight committee or its successor.

Proviso P1 requires a motion acknowledging Council receipt of a certification that 4Culture has conducted outreach to unincorporated areas and cities in King County that are not served by a city arts commission, plus a report that identifies the areas where outreach was conducted, what specific outreach activities were conducted, and documentation of the outreach efforts.

On August 27, 2012, 4Culture transmitted a letter accompanied by the motion and report describing the outreach activities.  
4Culture reports that in King County, 22 cities have established Arts Commissions or Arts Councils and 20 cities do not.  4Culture's activities in cities without arts commissions and in unincorporated King County include:

· Funding workshops for their application-based programs (see Proviso P2 below)

· One on one meetings for applications, planning and cultural development

· Email, phone outreach

· Staff contributions at group meetings for regional initiatives

· Group presentations and classes

4Culture reports that their outreach activities have occurred countywide.  A full list of the locations of their outreach are contained in their P1 proviso response attached to Proposed Motion 2012-0355.

Because they have submitted a report identifying their outreach areas and activities and submitted it with a signed letter prior to the required deadline of September 1, 2012, it would be reasonable to approve Proposed Motion 2012-0355 and authorize the release of $75,000 in funding to the Cultural Development Authority. 

Proposed Motion 2012-0356

Proviso P2 of Section 71 of Ordinance 17232 for the Cultural Development Authority budget states:


P2 PROVIDED FURTHER THAT: 



Of this appropriation, $75,000 shall not be expended or encumbered until 4Culture transmits a report and a motion that acknowledges receipt of the report and references the proviso's ordinance, section and number and the motion is adopted by the council.  



The report shall describe 4Culture workshops held outside of Seattle in 2012 and the level of participation at each workshop, including a list of participants attending each workshop.  The report shall also provide information on any additional workshops planned to be held outside of Seattle through December 31, 2012. 


4Culture must file the motion and report required by this proviso by September 1, 2012, in the form of a paper original and an electronic copy with the clerk of the council, who shall retain the original and provide an electronic copy to all councilmembers, the council chief of staff and the lead staff for the government accountability and oversight committee or its successor.

Proviso P2 requires a motion and report on 4Culture workshops held outside of Seattle in 2012, including the level of participation at each workshop, a list of participants attending each workshop, and information on any additional workshops planned to be held outside of Seattle through the end of 2012.
On August 27, 2012, 4Culture transmitted a signed letter with a report describing the workshops outside Seattle for 2012.  

4Culture offers workshops to assist people with applying for 4Culture funding programs in areas of Heritage Projects and Education, Arts Cultural Facilities, Individual and Group Artists Projects, and Landmark Rehabilitation.
Between December of 2011 and August 1, 2012, 235 individuals attended approximately 40 application workshops. The proviso response submitted by 4Culture attached to Proposed Motion 2012-0356 shows that about 115, or 46 percent, of attendees, attended workshops at 4Culture.  About 135, or 54 percent, of attendees attended workshops held at other locations outside of Seattle.  Another 52 people viewed the application workshop video online. 4Culture staff also fielded phone calls about specific applications.  
Workshop locations outside of Seattle included, in order of highest attendance to lowest, Issaquah, Kent, Redmond, Woodinville, Maple Valley, Sammamish, Bellevue, SeaTac, Black Diamond, and Burien.  These cities along with Seattle span all nine Council districts.
The proviso response provided the required information regarding workshops outside of Seattle, and was submitted on time.  Therefore, it would be reasonable to approve Proposed Motion 2012-0356 and authorize the release of $75,000 in funding to the Cultural Development Authority.
Proposed Motion 2012-0357

Proviso P3 of Section 71 of Ordinance 17232 for the Cultural Development Authority budget states:


P3 PROVIDED FURTHER THAT:


Of this appropriation, $50,000 shall not be expended or encumbered until 4Culture certifies by a letter submitted to the council that 4Culture has displayed on its website its total expenditures of hotel-motel tax revenues in each council district for 2008 through 2011.  The letter shall also certify that the revenue information can be accessed on the website with no more than one click from 4Culture's home page. 
4Culture must transmit the letter required by this proviso by September 1, 2012, in the form of a paper original and an electronic copy with the clerk of the council, who shall retain the original and provide an electronic copy to all councilmembers, the council chief of staff and the lead staff for the government accountability and oversight committee or its successor.
The proviso requires a certification by 4Culture that hotel-motel tax expenditures by district for 2008 through 2011 were made available one click away from 4Culture's homepage.  4Culture transmitted the letter with the required contents on August 27, 2012, in advance of the September 1, 2012 deadline.    
The information is still available on the 4Culture website one click away under the "We Invite You To" link to view past awards, at http://4culture.org/about/proviso/index.htm
Proviso P3 does not require a motion. Therefore, upon receipt of the letter, $50,000 of Cultural Development Authority appropriation authority was released.  
AMENDMENTS
There is a proposed amendment for PM 2012-0355, and one for PM 2012-0356, that conform the contents of the motions to the elements required by the provisos.
