SUBJECT:  A MOTION authorizing an interlocal agreement between King County and the city of Maple Valley to address flooding in the Jacqueline Meadows area.
SUMMARY:  Proposed Motion 2003-0018 (Attachment 1) would authorize the executive to sign an interlocal agreement between King County and the city of Maple Valley that would govern the county’s payment of a share of the cost for a flood control project in Maple Valley. 

In the 1999 adopted budget, the council provided $75,000 to be disbursed to Maple Valley from the surface and storm water management construction fund to assist the city in solving flooding problems in the Jacqueline Meadows/Wilderness Village area.  This proviso delayed disbursement of the funds until the city procured all necessary permits for the project and executed a cost-sharing interlocal agreement with the county.

The city of Maple Valley has now identified and obtained all necessary permits for a project to addressing the flooding problems in the area.  The interlocal agreement that would be authorized by this proposed motion would complete the last remaining condition for disbursements of the $75,000 to the city for the project.
BACKGROUND:  The interlocal agreement that is the subject of this proposed motion is intended to address flooding problems in several housing developments in an area referred to as Jacqueline Meadows in the city of Maple Valley.  This area includes the housing developments of Wilderness Village Estates, Maple Valley Meadows, Jacqueline Meadows and Maplebrook Meadows.  These developments are located in the area of SE 237th to SE 240th Streets just south of SE Wax Road.  The developments were constructed under King County development standards prior to Maple Valley’s incorporation.  Under the conditions of the county’s development requirements, drainage facilities were constructed for each development and the county assumed the maintenance responsibility when construction was completed.
In 1996 and 1997, both severe storm years, there was significant flooding in the Jacqueline Meadows area.  After King County completed a two-phase drainage study, it appeared that a leading contributing factor for the flooding problems involved a highly elevated groundwater table during times of very heavy rains, impeding the effectiveness of the surface water drainage facilities in the developments.

The city of Maple Valley incorporated in 1997 and the drainage facilities were transferred to the city.  The county and city agreed that it would be in the citizens’ best interest for the two jurisdictions to work cooperatively in solving the flooding problems in the Jacqueline Meadows area.  The city began developing project alternatives and the county set aside $75,000 by budget proviso in 1999 to help pay for projects to address the problem.  

In 2001, the city decided on and obtained permits for a project under which the city would acquire and operate an existing water pumping station and construct a new infiltration facility in the vicinity of SE 237th Street.  The city and the executive are now ready to execute an interlocal agreement for sharing the costs of the project as provided by the 1999 budget proviso.  

Terms and Provisions of the Interlocal Agreement:  The interlocal agreement is straightforward and contains the following provisions:  

I. The section states that this agreement is intended to provide the mechanism for King County to pay $75,000 for the city’s project.

II. In this section, the interlocal agreement provides a description of the project that will be completed.

III. This section identifies the people in the county (the Intergovernmental Relations Coordinator) and the city (the Project Engineer) who will be responsible for administration of the agreement.

IV. This section specifies the respective responsibilities of the parties:

a. Maple Valley will be responsible for constructing, operating and maintaining the project and will provide King County with copies of all required permits.

b. King County will pay $75,000 to the city of Maple Valley.

V. This section includes a number of general provisions, including agreements by the parties not to assign their responsibilities to anyone else and agreements that the contract can by amended only by agreement of the parties in writing.

VI. The provision includes the agreement of the city to indemnify the county from any costs, claims or legal judgments resulting from the city’s actions under the terms of the agreement.
