NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN that a proposed ordinance for the vacation of a portion of 107th Place Northeast has been filed with the Clerk of the County Council.


A public hearing will be held before the King County Hearing Examiner, King County in the Fifth Floor Conference Room, Union Bank of California Building, 900 Fourth Avenue, Seattle, WA  98164 on the 1st of May, 2003 at 1:30PM or soon thereafter.  Please come to the Hearing Examiner’s Office in Room 850 if you have problems locating the conference room.

NOTE:  If the Seattle School District announces a district-wide school closure due to adverse weather conditions or similar area emergency, the public hearing on this matter will be postponed.  Parties of record will be notified of the time and date of the rescheduled hearing.  Questions can be directed to the Hearing Examiner’s Office at (206) 296-4660.

The area to be vacated is described as follows:

That portion of the south half of the southeast quarter of the southwest quarter of Section 8, Township 26 North, Range 5 East, Willamette Meridian, in King County, Washington, described as follows:

Commencing at a point on the north and south centerline of said section 8, distant 440 feet north from the south quarter corner of said section;

Thence west parallel to the south line of said section 8 534.78 feet to the easterly margin of 107th Place NE;

Thence north 37-27-34 west along said easterly margin 44.81 feet to the true point of beginning,
Thence continuing north 37-27-34 west along said easterly margin 36.60 feet;

Thence south 44-06-19 west 7.70 feet;

Thence south 45-53-41 east 16.22 feet;

Thence south 14-06-19 west 3.50 feet;

Thence south 45-53-41 east 8.65 feet;

Thence north 74-06-19 east 3.50 feet;

Thence south 45-53-41 east 7.82 feet;

Thence north 44-06-19 east 2.33 feet to the true point of beginning.
Containing an area of 171 square feet, more or less.  The adjacent parcels are zoned R-1-SO.
