SUBJECT:  A MOTION confirming the Executive's appointment of Vince Schmitt, who resides in Council district one, to the King County Veterans Citizen Oversight Board.
SUMMARY:  The Executive has appointed Vince Schmitt to a three-year term on the King County Veterans Citizen Oversight Board, expiring December 31, 2009.

Mr. Schmitt is a resident of Council district one.  He is a graduate of Pen Valley Community College and Zandee School of Engineering.  Mr. Schmitt is currently retired with experience serving as the State Commander of the American Legion, a board member of the Snohomish County Veteran’s Assistance Board and formerly employed by the Pike Place Market.  Mr. Schmitt has experience in budget management, writing and implementing organization mission statements, and creating by-laws
Ordinance 15279 and 15406 established the King County Veterans Citizen Oversight Board.  These ordinances stipulate that this board shall consist of 9 council nominated positions, with each councilmember nominating one person to represent their district on the board, as well as three Executive nominations from among the members of the King County Veterans Advisory Board.  This board was established to monitor levy proceeds designated for services for veterans, military personnel and their families ensuring it is in accordance with the adopted levy service improvement plan.
