Capacity Additions:
Construct a high school to open in 2005 and an elementary school to open in 2007.  Purchase a middle school site in 2005. 

Other Improvements:
Modernization and technology upgrades of all facilities.

Finance Plan:
A 1998 capital improvement levy provides funds for the modernization.  The levy for the construction funds for new facilities and property purchase was approved by voters in 2003.  The district is eligible for state matching funds for the high school. The district receives impact fees from Pierce County and the City of Auburn.

Comment:
The district will receive about two thirds of their new growth from Lakeland South, a large MPD in Pierce County.  Most of the MPD is currently in the Dieringer School District, which only serves K-8.  The two districts negotiated a transfer of territory that was effective in the 1999 school year.  The remaining enrollment growth is expected to come from the Lea Hill area in King County.  The district has not adjusted capacity to implement I-728.**

*  Enrollment is for full time equivalent (FTE) assuming kindergarten students at .5 FTE.

**  Initiative 728, approved by the voters in November 2002, increases state funding over three years to reduce class size.  The reduction in class size will decrease existing building capacity by requiring more classrooms to serve the same number of students.  Districts may choose to implement the initiative by providing special enhancement programs, such as reading, which generally do not affect capacity.


Enumclaw School District

Comment:
The district has withdrawn from the impact fee program.  The district has been experiencing an actual decline in enrollment for several years.

Construct a new high school in 2003.  Add middle school capacity in 2005.

Other Improvements:
Technology upgrades, playground and sports field, and parking and pedestrian safety improvements.

Finance Plan:
Construction funds for the middle school will come from a future bond issue.  The district is eligible for state matching funds for the high school.  The district also receives impact fees from the cities of Federal Way and Kent.

Comment:
The District is changing grade configurations in 2003 to K-5 elementary schools, 6-8 middle schools, and 9-12 high schools.  They also have a nontraditional evening high school program called the “Internet Academy” which does not require on campus space or utilize existing space outside of the traditional school day.  The district has not adjusted capacity to implement I-728.

Capacity Additions:
Construct a junior high to open in 2003 and a high school addition to open in 2008.

Finance Plan:
A 2000 bond issue provides funds for construction of the junior high school.  The high school addition will need voter approval.  The district is not eligible for state matching funds.  The district receives impact fees from Pierce County and the cities of Fife, Milton and Edgewood.

Comment:
The district continues to project enrollment increases due to several large planned residential developments. The district is developing the new junior high school in cooperation with the City of Fife to provide additional park and athletic facilities.  Secondary grade configuration will be changed when the junior high is opened to provide additional capacity to implement I-728.

Highline School District

Comment:
The district has withdrawn from the impact fee program.  The district has recently received voter approval of a levy to replace a number of small aging facilities.  The district is negotiating with the Port of Seattle over the impact of the expansion of SeaTac Airport.

Capacity Additions:
Construct an elementary school in 2006.  The district will modernize a number of schools that will provide additional capacity at all grade levels in 2003, 2004, 2005 and 2006.  The district has determined that it is more cost effective to replace several schools rather than modernizing them.

Finance Plan:
A 1998 bond measure provides funds for the modernization and replacement projects.  The district is not eligible for state matching funds for the new construction.  The district receives impact fees from the City of Sammamish.

Comment:
The district is experiencing an enrollment decline in the western incorporated portion of the district.  In 2006, the district is closing an elementary school that was built to provide short-term capacity to a specific geographic area.  The increase in the eastern unincorporated are has slowed somewhat but new facilities are still needed to serve the area.  The new junior high planned to be located in the Redmond Ridge MPD has been removed from the six-year plan.  The district's standard of service has been modified to reflect the legislature’s cutbacks on funding of I-728 grade size reductions.
