Dear Councilmember Patterson:

Enclosed for consideration and approval by the King County Council are individual motions confirming the appointment 17 members to the newly formed Mental Illness and Drug Dependency (MIDD) Oversight Committee.  

The MIDD Oversight Committee was established by King County Ordinance 16077 on April 28, 3008.  The oversight committee will act as an advisory body to the county executive and council, ensuring that the implementation and evaluation of the strategies and programs funded by the tax revenue are transparent, accountable and collaborative.  Recognizing that King County is the countywide provider of mental health and substance abuse services, the committee will work to ensure that access to mental health and chemical dependency services are available to those who are most in need throughout the county, regardless of jurisdiction.
The King County Council provided a list of representative agencies to participate in the Oversight Committee for the MIDD in Ordinance 16077.  The Ordinance requests that members of the committee represent the highest positions of their respective organizations in order to facilitate timely, system wide decision making.  The Ordinance also outlines those members who require appointment and confirmation, as follows: 
1. Separately elected officials and King County agency directors or their designees are not required to be appointed or confirmed.

2. A member of the oversight committee who has been confirmed to serve on another county board or commission is not required to be confirmed to serve on the oversight committee.

3. All other members of the oversight committee are subject to appointment by the county executive and confirmation by the county council.
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The MIDD Oversight Committee includes an additional 13 members who are separately elected officials and King County agency directors that per the enabling legislation are not required to be appointed or confirmed.
In addition, the following two individuals have already been confirmed by the Council to represent their respective boards on the MIDD oversight Committee:

1. Linda Brown, representing the King County Alcohol and Substance Abuse Administrative Board

2. Eugene Wan, representing the King County Mental Health Advisory Board.
Enclosed for consideration and approval by the King County Council is a motion confirming the appointment of Crystal Tetrick, who resides in Council District Four, to the King County Mental Illness and Drug Dependency Oversight Committee, representing the Community Health Conference. The appointment of Ms. Tetrick is for a four-year term expiring June 30, 2012.  

Enclosed for consideration and approval by the King County Council is a motion confirming the appointment of Shirley Havenga, who works in Council District One, to the King County Mental Illness and Drug Dependency Oversight Committee, representing providers of both mental health and chemical dependency services in King County.  The appointment of Ms. Havenga is for a four-year term expiring June 30, 2012.  
Enclosed for consideration and approval by the King County Council is a motion confirming the appointment of Mike Heinisch, who resides in Council District Eight, to the King County Mental Illness and Drug Dependency Oversight Committee, representing an agency providing mental health and chemical dependency services to youth.  The appointment of Mr. Heinisch is for a three-year term expiring June 30, 2011.  

Enclosed for consideration and approval by the King County Council is a motion confirming the appointment of Darcy Jaffe, who resides in Council District Four, to the King County Mental Illness and Drug Dependency Oversight Committee, representing the Harborview Medical Center.  The appointment of Ms. Jaffe is for a two-year term expiring June 30, 2010.  

Enclosed for consideration and approval by the King County Council is a motion confirming the appointment of Merril Cousins, who resides in Council District Two, to the King County Mental Illness and Drug Dependency Oversight Committee, representing domestic violence prevention services in King County.  The appointment of Ms. Cousins is for a three-year term expiring June 30, 2011.

The appointment of Mr. Paredes is for a four-year term expiring June 30, 2012.  
Enclosed for consideration and approval by the King County Council is a motion confirming the appointment of Mary Ellen Stone, who resides in Council District Three, to the King County Mental Illness and Drug Dependency Oversight Committee, representing a provider of sexual assault victim services in King County.  The appointment of Ms. Stone is for a one-year term expiring June 30, 2009.  
Enclosed for consideration and approval by the King County Council is a motion confirming the appointment of Nancy Cole, who works in Council District Four, to the King County Mental Illness and Drug Dependency Oversight Committee, representing the National Alliance on Mental Illness.  The appointment of Ms. Cole is for a two-year term expiring June 30, 2010
