Dear Councilmember Sullivan:

I am pleased to present a motion for the Council’s approval confirming Dean C. Logan as Director of the Records, Elections and Licensing Services Division in the King County Department of Executive Services.  A confirmation package will be transmitted to the Council shortly.

Mr. Logan comes to King County from the Office of the Secretary of State, where he was Elections Director for the State of Washington.
