Confirming an appointment to the Transit Advisory Commission (“TAC”).
SUMMARY
Proposed Motion 2014-0344 approves the Executive’s appointment of Jessica Renner to the TAC for a partial term expiring on August 31, 2015.
BACKGROUND
Transit Advisory Commission – As established in the King County Code (KCC 2.124.010), the TAC is a permanent body that advises the Transit Division, the Executive, the County Council, local jurisdictions and subarea transportation forums on transit issues and policy, including matters of concern to the elderly and persons with disabilities.  TAC members are recruited by the King County Department of Transportation, appointed by the County Executive and approved by the County Council for two-year terms.

The TAC is comprised of 18 King County residents.  Nine are transit riders, recruited to reflect the diversity and geographic distribution of County residents.  Nine are persons with disabilities, elderly persons, or individuals associated with agencies that work with disabled and elderly persons, recruited to reflect the diversity of the communities they represent and types of disabilities, as well as consideration of the geographic distribution of County residents.
The TAC meets monthly or as needed to complete its work plan and address other issues as they arise.  Meetings are held from 6:00 to 8:00 p.m. on the third Tuesday of each month in downtown Seattle.
Appointee – Ms. Renner is a Kent resident who works part time at SKCAC Industries and Employment Services.  Governor Gregoire appointed her to serve on the State Developmental Disabilities Council as a self-advocate and she is active in community organizations.  She is a Metro rider (Access paratransit service, Routes 164, 168, and 169) whose priorities include accessibility/mobility services for people with disabilities, safety, easy access to bus routes, and cross-county transportation.
ANALYSIS

The appointment has been reviewed and introduced by the Councilmember representing the nominee’s residence.  A review of the application materials confirms that the information is accurate.
