Steps to Update the Skyway CWSSA
Steps listed include and build on requirements in the Public Water System Coordination Act (chapter 70.116 RCW) and associated regulations (WAC 246-293). 
1. The King County Department of Natural Resources and Parks and the Cascade Water Alliance distribute to King County water purveyors a draft proposal and process for reviewing and altering the external Skyway Critical Water Supply Service Area (CWSSA) boundaries in order to establish a single CWSSA for Cascade Water Alliance (Cascade) members. The proposal for a single CWSP that covers all Cascade members has already been discussed with the Washington Department of Health (DOH).
2. The King County Council adopts an ordinance that initiates the process to alter the external boundaries of the Skyway CWSSA to include the service areas of Cascade’s members. This includes convening a Planning Committee and reconvening the affected water utility coordinating committees (WUCCs), as discussed in the steps below.  Accompanying the ordinance is a preliminary brief report (per WAC 246-293-200) that explains the rationale for proposing to alter the boundaries.

3a.
The Planning Committee (per RCW 70.116.040(1)) is requested to review and refine the preliminary brief report and make a recommendation to the Council on the proposed boundary alteration.  Planning Committee membership is expected to include representatives from DOH, Seattle-King County Public Health, King County Department of Natural Resources and Parks, Cascade Water Alliance, and interested utilities that currently have service areas within the Skyway CWSSA. The refined brief report will contain a map and a narrative statement outlining the reasons for the recommended boundary location, the criteria used, and the relative importance of each (per WAC 246-293-170(1)). It may also consider effects of the boundary alteration on the East King County and South King County CWSSAs.  The refined brief report will be presented to the King County Executive, the King County Council, the Secretary of DOH, and other parties. 
3b.
The East King County and South King County WUCCs are requested to consider the effect of the boundary alterations proposed in the preliminary brief report on their respective CWSSAs and to respond to the King County Council (per WAC 246-293-200(2)(b)).  As part of its review, each WUCC conducts at least one informational meeting to solicit public input (per WAC 246-293-170(2)), and then recommends external boundaries for its respective CWSSA to the Council. 

4. The King County Council receives responses from the affected WUCCs and the Skyway/Cascade Planning Committee and holds at least two public hearings to receive input regarding the proposed altered boundaries (per WAC 246-1293-170(4)). 
5. Following receipt of recommendations from the committees and public testimony, the King County Council determines whether and how to alter the boundaries for the Skyway CWSSA. 
6. Assuming altered external Skyway CWSSA boundaries are ratified, the King County Council convenes the WUCC for the new Skyway/Cascade CWSSA and instructs it to update the Coordinated Water System Plan to be consistent with the Council determination on alteration to the external boundaries and to meet the purposes of the Public Water System Coordination Act.  
7. The King County Council or the Secretary of DOH determines whether an update of the remaining CWSPs is necessary (per RCW 70.116.060(6) and WAC 246-290-200).  A WUCC may also request an update (per WAC 246-293-280(1)). 
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
