SUBJECT:  

A MOTION confirming the executive's appointment of the Honorable David Baker, mayor, city of Kenmore, who resides in council district one, to the King County Advisory Council on Aging and Disability Services, filling the elected official position.

SUMMARY:

The Executive has appointed the Honorable David Baker to a partial term on the King County Advisory Council on Aging and Disability Services, expiring December 31, 2015.

Mayor Baker has served on the Kenmore City Council for over ten years. He received his RN degree in 1974 from Iowa Western Community College.  He attended the University of Nebraska and received a BS in 1978 and a Masters of Science in 1979. Mayor Baker moved to Kenmore in 1995 after receiving a Ph.D. from Iowa State University.  Mayor Baker is the owner of Vision Systems Engineering, and has lived and worked in Kenmore since 1995.  Mayor Baker is a member of the Board of Directors of the Association of Washington Cities and the National League of Cities.
BACKGROUND:

The King County Advisory Council on Aging and Disability Services is made up of nine members from each of the following entities: King County, United Way of King County and the City of Seattle for a total of 27 members.  The Advisory Council serves as an advocate body on behalf of older persons and individuals with disabilities; assists with identifying services to meet the needs of the aging; advocates for local, state, and national programs that promote quality of life for these populations.  Members serve two-year terms.
