SUBJECT:

Proposed Motion 2005-0249 would confirm the Executive’s appointment of Carol L. Dahl to the King County Conservation Futures Citizen Oversight Committee

BACKGROUND:

Conservation Futures Tax (CFT) funds are collected as a dedicated portion of the property tax and are available only for the acquisition of open space and resource lands.  
King County code establishes a process for an annual allocation of CFT funds through a citizen-based process conducted by the Conservation Futures Citizen Oversight Committee (COC).  The COC is an advisory body and programs CFT funds not allocated by the Council in the annual budget through a competitive application process.  It is comprised of 16 members, one from each Council district and 3 at-large members.

Ms. Dahl lives in Lake Forest Park (District 1), and is a 1992 graduate of City University  with a BA in Business Administration.  She is currently self-employed as a wellness consultant; she retired from US West Communications in 1990.  

Ms. Dahl is a member of the Board of Directors of the Shoreline/Lake Forest Park Arts Council, and a founding member of the Lake Forest Park Stewardship Foundation.  She was a Master Composter program coordinator between 1991 and 1997, and an independent contractor with the City of Seattle.  She additionally served on the Lake Forest Park Parks and Recreation Commission from 1992-1999, and serves on the WRIA 8 Outreach and Education Committee. 
Ms. Dahl is being appointed to serve a partial term, expiring December 31, 2005.
