SUBJECT

A MOTION confirming the executive's appointment of Leon Richarson, who resides in council district seven, to the King County Veterans Citizen Oversight Board, as the district two representative.

SUMMARY

The executive has forwarded for council consideration and approval the appointment of Leon Richardson (Proposed Motion 2016-0367) to the King County Veterans Citizen Oversight Board, as the district 2 representative, for a partial term expiring December 31, 2017.

BACKGROUND

The King County Veterans Citizen Oversight Board (VCOB) monitors and reviews the expenditure of the veteran portion of the Veterans and Human Services Levy (VHSL)  proceeds in accordance with the Service Improvement Plan (SIP) developed and approved by the King County Executive and the Metropolitan King County Council to guide levy investments. The SIP provides guidance with regards to activities from 2012 through 2017.  Levy implementation ordinance 15279 required a SIP to provide continuing direction regarding the use of County proceeds.  (The levy was enacted by ballot measure in November 2005).

The VCOB is a 12-member board comprised of King County residents with a diverse, balanced representation of people from different groups, organizations, and experiences.  Members may not be elected or appointed officials of any unit of government. Nine of the members are chosen to represent county council districts.  Per Ordinance 15406, these members are nominated by each Councilmember for his or her respective district. The remaining three VCOB board members serve at-large and are appointed by the King County Executive; these are expected to be recommended by the Veterans Program Advisory Board. Board members are appointed for three-year terms and requirements are described in King County Ordinance 15279 (September 2005), and Ordinance 15406 (April 2006) the levy implementation ordinance.  Broadly, board duties include: 
· Becoming familiar with the Service Improvement Plan
· Reviewing funding proposals
· Assuring that funding plans follow guidelines in the Service Improvement Plan
· Providing recommendations about the expenditure of the veteran portion of levy proceeds
· Providing recommendations and reports to the County Council as required.
Board committees include committees on enhancing services and access for veterans; ending homelessness; behavioral health services; and a fiscal and evaluation committee.
Mr. Richardson has served in multiple director level positions within the United States Army and Federal Government.  He is currently working with the Tukwila Police department as a senior civilian employee, assigned to the command staff, with responsibility for operations, maintenance and administrative oversight in the day-to-day function of the special services Division. Mr. Richardson received his Bachelor of Arts in Criminal Justice and Minor in Political Science from Washington State University, and his Associate of Arts in Homeland Security from New Mexico Military Institute. He notes he has the following relevant experience: 1) developing policies and procedures; and 2)  strategic planning processes, which include long range financial analysis, work plans, and performance measures. Additionally, he provided oversight of force protection/anti-terrorism activities while serving on a force protection committee for Africa Command. Mr Richardson received numerous awards and honors during his enlistment in the Army including the following:  Cadet Medal for Heroism, Meritorious Service Medals, Army Commendation Medal, Navy and Marine Corps Achievement Medals and the Military Excellence.  Mr. Richardson resides in KC Council District 7.  He was nominated by Council District 2 to represent Council District 2.
