Footnotes:
The Solid Waste Division collects a surcharge that is a pass through made to the Public Health Department for funding of the Local Hazardous Waste Management Program (LHWMP).  The proposed fee increase will allow the Solid Waste Division to incorporate increases to the collection of fees for the LHWMP adopted by King County Board of Public Health (KCBOH) July 18, 2005.  An increase would be implemented on January 1, 2006 to cover this higher fee as well as corresponding state refuse tax increases.  The minimum charge is being adjusted under the authority K.C.C. 10.12.030 that authorizes the division to adjust rates within $0.25 to minimize change handling.
Revenues:   The surcharge will need to be increased effective January 1, 2006 in order to recoup costs in accordance with KCBOH Code 10.28.070 and KCBOH Title II recently adopted by the KCBOH.  Revenues will be collected and then reversed as the money is transferred to Public Health Department.         
Expenditures:   There is no fiscal impact to expenditures.
