This letter transmits an ordinance that will appropriate funds to end the operations of the expiring Veterans and Human Services Levy (VHSL). The ordinance appropriates the VHSL’s remaining reserves for expenditure in 2018. This appropriation is necessary because the VHSL expires on December 31, 2017 and voters did not approve the Veterans, Seniors and Human Services Levy ballot proposition for 2018-2023.
Thank you for your consideration of this ordinance. This important legislation provides the funding necessary to responsibily unwind the VHSL’s programs. In preparing for possible closeout of the VHSL, Department of Community and Human Services staff conducted analyses to ensure that the closeout plan considers equity and social justice impacts upon clients and providers. This commitment to the health and well-being of all people supports the Health and Human Potential Goal of the King County Strategic Plan.
