(2)  Moves expenditure restriction associated with (1) to External Support and removes from the expenditure restriction:  $5M for affordable housing for people with disabilities; $15M equitably community driven affordable housing development; $5M for Skyway affordable housing; $1M for unincorporated residential road safety improvements; and $500K for Fall City Community Center.  See note below.
(3)  Replaces Attachment A with a new Attachment A dated November 8, 2022 that adds to Parks Capital (Fund 3581) a $500K project for the Fall City Community Center.
(4)  Adds restrictions to how proceeds may be used for South County Ball Fields.
(5)  Makes other technical corrections to organization names or project descriptions.
