SUBJECT:  
A MOTION confirming the Executive's appointment of Jaime Yslas, who resides in council district eight, to the King County Veterans Citizen Levy Oversight Board, representing district eight.
SUMMARY:  

Proposed Motion 2014-0237:  The Executive has appointed Jaime Yslas to a partial term on the King County Veterans Citizen Levy Oversight Board, representing council district eight, expiring on December 31, 2014. 
Mr. Jaime Yslas, graduated from Wayland Baptist University with a Master of Art in Management also obtained a Bachelor of Arts in Philosophy and he is working to obtain a Master of Arts in transformation leadership from Seattle University.  Mr. Yslas is currently working as a Veteran Navigator at Seattle University/AmeriCorps – Washington Veterans Corp.  His Knowledge of Washington Vet Corps will allow him to promote and foster the alignment and efficiency of this partnership to better serve and support Veterans and their families.

BACKGROUND:

Ordinance 15279 and 15406 established the King County Veterans Citizen Oversight Board.
