SUBJECT:  A MOTION identifying essential election reform measures for King County support in the Washington state legislature.
SUMMARY:  The motion would add the following items to the County’s state legislative agenda:
1. The state's primary election should be moved to an earlier date;

2. The time for certifying primary and special elections should be extended from ten to fifteen days;

3. The time for certifying general elections should be extended from fifteen days to twenty days; and

4. The state should reimburse counties for the state's share of even-year election costs.
