A MOTION confirming the Executive’s appointment of Ulla Blichfeldt Fox, who resides in council district eight, to the King County Board for Developmental Disabilities.

Summary:
The Executive has appointed Ulla Blichfeldt Fox to a partial term on the King County Board for Developmental Disabilities, expiring September 30, 2005.

The 15 member Developmental Disabilities Board is mandated by K.C.C. 2.32.020.  Members serve three-year terms.
