Dear Councilmember Ferguson:

I am pleased to present a motion for the County Council’s approval the confirmation of William S. Kehoe as Chief Information Officer (CIO) of the King County Office of Information Resource Management.  I recently appointed Mr. Kehoe to this position and the confirmation package will be forthcoming to the council in the near future.
Mr. Kehoe comes from the Washington State Department of Licensing (DOL) where he has served as the department’s first CIO since 2002.  Mr. Kehoe was responsible for 155 IT staff, a $50 million operating budget, and a $10 million project budget.  He provided oversight of the department’s e-commerce expansion, including designing and managing DOL’s first internet project that led to more than 60 new online services and 10 million transactions since 2001.  

Mr. Kehoe also oversaw a process improvement effort at the department that led to best practices for IT software development throughout the organization and developed the first Enhanced Drivers License in partnership with the U.S. Department of Homeland Security and the government of British Columbia to meet requirements for the federal Western Hemisphere Travel Initiative.
