Dear Councilmember Sullivan:

I am pleased to transmit to you a proposed ordinance that amends Attachments A and C in Ordinance 14050 that was adopted by the Council in February 2001 and requires updates twice per year of the Transportation Concurrency traffic model.  Each model update produces a new Level of Service Standards Status Map and an Estimated Vehicle Trips for Monitored Zones Table which needs to be adopted by the Council after each model update.  This ordinance and the attachments reflect the first update for 2002 of the above mentioned items.

The changes to the map and monitored zones table are the result of using the new 1300 zone county wide traffic model.  This new model includes updated land use activity, which includes added development in the cities and unincorporated King County; a refined zone system for a more accurate representation of trip distribution; and the most current adopted Capital Improvement Program financial commitments for road improvements.  The map also reflects concurrency activity with the City of Covington as permitted under the Roads Services Division’s discretionary agreement with the City.  Lastly, this ordinance is consistent with King County Code 14.70.270A and implements policies T-215 and T-218 in the adopted King County Comprehensive Plan 2000.

The map and table of estimated vehicle trips for monitored zones will continue to be available on the King County Website for use by the public.
