Dear Councilmember Gossett:

The purpose of this letter is to transmit an ordinance for your review and approval that updates and makes primarily technical changes to King County Code Title 10 – Solid Waste.
The ordinance incorporates changes to make the title consistent with new state solid waste regulations (WAC 173-350 and WAC 173-351), and the recently revised King County Board of Health solid waste code.  References to deadlines that have already been met have been removed where possible.  Terminology has been updated to conform to current industry usage.  A summary of major changes is below:
1. General changes
· Makes Title 10 consistent with new state regulations (WAC 173-350 and
WAC 173-351), and revised King County Board of Health regulations.

· Removes references to deadlines that have already passed (where practicable).

· Removes paragraphs related to severability of specific chapters (severability pertains to the Title as a whole).

· Discontinues the quarterly reports required in K.C.C. 10.08.15 because the system changes resulting from adoption of the Solid Waste Omnibus Ordinance (14811), have been completed. 

· Removes reference to special service fees for disposal of out-of-county waste, which are no longer applied at King County Solid Waster Division facilities.
· To facilitate the expansion of the types of recyclable materials processed at county facilities, allows the division to set fees for processing new types of recyclable materials, consistent with standards set by the Council.

· Consolidates all definitions into one section (K.C.C. 10.04.020).
· Miscellaneous minor corrections and revisions to improve readability.
