SUBJECT
Sound Transit briefing regarding North Link and the North Corridor High Capacity Transit Corridor project.
SUMMARY
This briefing by Sound Transit will focus on the funded and underway Sound Transit high capacity transit projects north of the University District.
COUNCIL PRIORITY

Briefing 2010-B0138 supports “Mobility for People, Goods and Services: Increasing mobility options throughout King County”
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BACKGROUND
In November 2008, the voters of the Puget Sound area approved a regional transit ballot measure referred to as ST 2.  This measure funds a set of specified light rail, commuter rail, regional express bus, park and ride facility and support services.
This package includes building light rail north of the University District.
  This effort is currently focusing on two projects: North Link (UW-Northgate) and the North Corridor High Capacity Transit Corridor (Northgate-Lynnwood) project.
North Link - With a Federal Transit Administration approved Record of Decision from 2006, this project will construct a 4.3 mile light rail segment with 3 stations.

North Corridor High Capacity Transit Corridor - Extending more than 8 miles to the north and into Snohomish County, this project is in the process of developing its environmental impact statement and moving toward project design and construction.
