

Agenda Item 5 2015-0047  PSERN ILA with Cities

Puget Sound Emergency Radio Network Implementation Period Interlocal Cooperation Agreement 

The proposed Implementation ILA covers the period from passage of the funding measure to "Full System Acceptance" of the new radio system.  

The County would own and serve as the contracting agency for PSERN System

New Joint Board to oversee the implementation, operation and maintenance of the PSERN System, with membership as follows:

· Four Voting Members
· City of Seattle
· One representative for the Cities of Bellevue, Issaquah, Kirkland, Mercer Island and Redmond collectively
· One representative for the Cities of Auburn, Federal Way, Kent, Renton and Tukwila collectively
· King County
· Deputy County Executive or his/her designee as a non-voting chair
· Voting members may choose to appoint two additional non-voting participants:
· A chief of a police agency from within King County, and
· A chief of a fire agency from within King County

Joint Board has authority to amend the Implementation ILA and any exhibits without legislative approval by the parties.  

Joint Board actions would require a unanimous vote

Disputes would be managed through an impasse resolution procedure.  

The Implementation ILA also calls for the parties to create a nonprofit corporation not later than one year prior to the expected date for Full System Acceptance to own and manage the PSERN system. 

If that does not come to pass, the County would continue to operate and maintain the system after Full System Acceptance. 

The Implementation ILA has been approved by all 11 signatory cities:   Auburn, Bellevue, Federal Way, Issaquah, Kent, Kirkland, Mercer Island, Redmond, Renton, Seattle and Tukwila. 
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
