Dear Councilmember Phillips:

Enclosed is a proposed ordinance authorizing the granting of a franchise to the Soos Creek Water and Sewer District for the construction, operation and maintenance of a sewer system in King County Council District 12. The term of the franchise is 25 years.  King County Code 13.24 requires approval of a sewer comprehensive plan for the sewer service area as a prerequisite to the granting of right-of-way construction permits. 

The Soos Creek Water and Sewer District is located in southeast King County.  It serves an area composed of residential, multifamily and commercial developments.  The existing sewer franchise covering the sewer service area of the district was approved by the King County Council on July 22, 1999, by Ordinance 13583.

The District has agreed to provide sewer service to the proposed plat of River Ridge at Daybreak.  The District’s franchise area boundary abuts the south line of this development.  As a condition of providing sewer service to this development, the District is required under King County Code 13.24 to amend its sewer service and franchise area boundary.  In order to amend its boundary, the District sewer comprehensive plan had to be amended.  This action does not require the approval of the King County Council.  However, in order to obtain a franchise to serve this area, council approval is required under King County Code 6.27 and 35.55 of Revised Code of Washington.

The Utilities Technical Review Committee reviewed the District’s proposed plan amendments and new franchise area on February 12, 2003, and determined that the new franchise area is within the adopted sewer service area and conforms to the District’s approved sewer comprehensive plan.

There is no fiscal note required, as there is no fiscal impact to King County finances

I recommend that the council approve this franchise for a period of 25 years.
