SUBJECT:  A MOTION adopting the 2002 work program for the Law, Justice and Human Services Committee.
SUMMARY:  The proposed work program contains goals for the major subject areas assigned to the committee – the Juvenile and Adult Criminal Justice Systems, Human Services and Public Health.  The goals are followed by a description and schedule of key work items for the committee.  

The proposed work program emphasizes opportunities to identify and consider policy choices to help deal with the deepening Current Expense shortfall problem.  The program areas assigned to the committee represent about three-quarters of the Current Expense budget.  Formal approval by motion is proposed given the particularly critical nature of the work this year and the desire to begin immediately coordinating work the with other committees and the council as a whole.

In the committee meeting a work item was added regarding racial profiling.
