SUBJECT: Transit Advisory Committee 2004 Work Program
BACKGROUND: The Transit Advisory Committee was created by the Council in 1999 to “advise the Transit General Manager, the Executive, the Council, local jurisdictions and subarea transportation forums on transit issues and policy.”  Its 15 members are appointed by the Executive and confirmed by the Council to two year terms. The minimum qualifications, established in Ordinance 13543, require that members be transit riders and, as a group, “reflect the diversity and geographic distribution of county residents.”  They are volunteers who devote substantial personal time and energy to their committee responsibilities. Early each year, the committee sets aside a Saturday for a retreat to develop its work program; the 2004 version (attached) will be presented to the RTC today. In addition to these annual appearances before the committee, the Transit Advisory Committee occasionally submits written recommendations to the RTC and the Executive as it did in 2002 during the Six-Year Plan adoption process.
