Enclosed is a motion authorizing the King County Executive to amend an interlocal agreement with the City of Enumclaw executed on March 2, 1998 regarding the improvements to 
244th Avenue SE.

An interlocal agreement between King County and the City of Enumclaw to construct improvements to 244th Avenue SE between SR 410 and SE 456th Street was executed on
March 2, 1998.  Under the agreement, the City will pay the County $200,000 as its contribution to the project.  Both parties are desirous of amending the March 2, 1998 agreement to reduce the limits of the project, increase the city’s contribution to $300,000 and revise the scope of work.  The agreement allows for this type of amendment.
