Dear Councilmember Patterson:

I am pleased to transmit proposed legislation which authorizes the execution of renewals for twelve long-term leases at various sites located throughout King County.  This legislation also authorizes one new service level agreement for the Alternate Data Center to be located at the Washington State Department of Information Services data center facility.  The lease renewals and Service Level Agreement are authorized in a single proposed “omnibus” ordinance that covers the following locations and programs:
· Cottage Lake Community Service Center, Licensing
· White Center, Sheriff, Community Storefront
· Fire District 27, Sheriff, Fall City
· Skyway, Sheriff, Community Storefront

· Kirkland, Sheriff, Marine Patrol

· Renton, Sheriff, Community Storefront
· Renton, Sheriff, Community Storefront
· Juvenile Court Services, Bellevue

· Rainier Beach High School, Public Health 

· Ingraham High School, Public Health

· Cleveland High School, Public Health

· Washington State DIS, OIRM Alternate Data Center

Copies of the lease and service level agreements are attached.
Legislative approval of these lease renewals is required by the provisions of Ordinance 15328, which council enacted on December 3, 2005.  Ordinance 15328 amended the requirements for council lease approval set out in K.C.C. 4.04.040.  The amendments provide that extension of leases beyond a cumulative total of two years requires council approval.  The lease renewals covered by this omnibus ordinance all fall into this category.  I am proposing to address all of the renewals in a single ordinance for two reasons.  First, grouping them in this fashion responds to council’s desire for all to pay closer attention to lease renewals and terms.  Second, it is more efficient to address these items in a single piece of legislation.
No appropriations ordinance is necessary in this proposed legislation package, since the new rental rates have been provided for in the departments’ operating budgets and no new square footage is being proposed.  Lease provisions pertaining to operating costs, and the budgetary authority to support lease payments through the end of 2008 is already contained in the adopted 2008 Budget.  
County Operations and Services Supported; Locations and Terms of Leases
Below is a description:
Licensing:
The Cottage Lake location provides a number of licensing services to residents in northeast King County.  The leased space is 1,000 square feet; the county has occupied space in the complex since 1999.  The new rate reflects a reduction from the rate that was originally proposed by the lessor.  The Leasing Unit bargained with the lessor for the lower rate.  It is located at 19145 NE Woodinville-Duvall Road, Suite #1.  

Sheriff 
The Sheriff’s Office operations at the White Center and Fall City locations encompass a variety of public safety activities protecting the neighboring community with police services.  The White Center Storefront lease covers the term from January 1, 2008 to December 31, 2008 and is for 950 square feet of space, located at 9609 16th Avenue S.W.   
The Fall City location is a field office, with only 125 square feet of space.  The term is for two years, from January 1, 2008 to December 31, 2009.  It is located at 4301 334th Place SE in Fall City.  

Skyway, lease #1511 is a community storefront providing the same type of services as the White Center office.  The term is retroactive to January 1, 2007 and it expires on December 31, 2008.  The square footage is 1,216 square feet.  
King County Marine Patrol is located at Carillon Point in Kirkland.  The lease consists of 1,066 square feet of first floor office space, 255 square feet of storage and the right to lease up to 4 parking spaces.  There are also two boats moored at the marina.  It is located at 5000 Carillon Point.
Renton, lease #1637 is a community storefront which provides the same type of services as the other locations throughout the county.  The lease consists of 1,296 square feet.  The term begins on June 1, 2008 and ends on 2011. 
Renton, lease #1829 is another community storefront location providing services to the local area.   The lease consists of 1,000 square feet.  The term begins on August 1, 2008 and ends on July 31, 2011.  
Public Health
The following teen health clinics are located in three Seattle School District High Schools.  They provide health services for students at the three locations.  They are:
· Rainier Beach High School, #1401, 416 square feet;
· Ingraham High School, #1808, 423 square feet; and
· Cleveland High School, #1818,  200 square feet.
The term for all of the above is retroactive to September 1, 2007 and the ending date is June 30, 2008.  Arrangement for the new terms beginning July 1, 2008, are in process.  Rent for all spaces is waived.    
Department of Youth Services

The Juvenile Court Services, Bellevue location provides counseling services for middle school and high school age youths in the Bellevue/Redmond area as well as the greater Eastside of King County.  King County has been at this location since 1998.  The office is 3,600 square feet.  New proposed term is for five years, to May 31, 2013.  
Office of Information Resource Management
Alternate Data Center (ADC).  This is a new Service Level Agreement, and involves a lease of space located inside the State of Washington Data Center, 1115 Washington Street SE. OB2, Olympia Washington. This will meet the Disaster Recovery needs of an Alternate Data Center. 

Background for the ADC
The Alternate Data Center site is intended to provide support for and maintain critical operations of King County services in accordance with the King County Emergency Management Plan during a significant disruption in King County essential business services caused by a terrorist incident, cyber terrorism, natural disaster or other emergency. 

The ADC Site has the following primary focus:
· Support the communication components and infrastructure that support identified essential County business services during an event; and
· Maintain availability of critical computer applications needed to support King County essential business services during an event.

The ADC site consists of two 300 square foot caged areas inside the State Department of Information Systems (DIS) data center.  One caged area is on the data center raised floor to house the servers and data communications equipment.  The other caged area is office space for server administrators to manage and maintain the equipment.  The raised floor cage contains cabinets where the servers and other equipment is mounted.  The office space contains some storage cabinets and workstations for configuring datacenter equipment.  Power including backup generators and cooling are provided by DIS. 

A search was started early in 2006 for an ADC site.  Several different sites were investigated that year including locations in Tacoma, Tukwila, Everett, Factoria, and the city of Bellevue.  While most of them were seen as workable options, the high power cost component of the price made them rather expensive.  Late in 2006 DIS made a proposal and eventually an agreement was made.  This agreement will also allow the ADC to move to the new planned DIS data center when that is constructed. 

The ADC is planned to be used for exercises simulating the demise of the production King County data center.  These exercises will occur in 2008 and are used to identify any procedural errors or gaps in the plan.
