	Six Point Summary of changes to the attached agreement:

	1.  This agreement releases tool allowance payments for 2014 and 2015 to eligible Transit employees.  These payments would otherwise not be issued under an expired collective bargaining agreement.


	2.  This agreement ends the old practice of issuing separate tool allowance paper checks to employees.  On a going forward basis, tool allowances will be issued through regular payroll, mostly through direct deposit.


	3.  This agreement modifies a tentative agreement that was reached over a year ago that would have ended tool allowances for streetcar maintenance employees, in favor of providing shop tools.  Metro decided later that it prefers to issue tool allowances, so old language, authorizing tool allowances to streetcar maintenance employees, has been restored.
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
