Ordinance 14914

NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN that the Metropolitan King County Council adopted Ordinance 14914 on May 24, 2004.  King County provides this notice of adoption and enactment pursuant to RCW 36.70A.290(2)(b).

SUMMARY


Ordinance 14914 adopts amendments to the state building code.  The State Building Code provides minimum standards that must be met and enforced at local levels throughout the state.  Pursuant to RCW 19.27.040, King County may amend the State Building Code, provided the amendatory language maintains the minimum standards set by the State Building Code Council.  

Ordinance 14914 reorganizes King County Code Title 16 to match the structure of the International Codes, as follows:

· The administrative sections for both the International Building Code and the International Residential Code are consolidated into one chapter and separated from the substantive provisions of each code.  

· A single definitions chapter is created for all of the codes.  

· Three existing chapters, The Uniform Housing Code, The Uniform Code of Abatement of Dangerous Buildings, and The Rapid Abatement of Structures Damaged by a Disaster, are consolidated into one new chapter called the International Property Maintenance Code.
