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SUBJECT

An Ordinance removing two retired funds from County Code.

SUMMARY

Proposed Ordinance 2021-0379 would remove two retired funds that are no longer used from the King County Code. The two funds include the Veterans Services Levy Fund and the Health and Human Services Levy Fund, both of which have not been used since the Veterans, Seniors and Human Services Levy Fund consolidated their purposes into a single fund in 2017.

BACKGROUND 

In July of 2006, the Council adopted Ordinance 15551, which created the Veterans Services Levy Fund and the Health and Human Services Levy Fund to account for the proceeds from the 2006-2011 Veterans and Human Services Levy (VHSL), which was approved by King County voters on November 8, 2005.[footnoteRef:1] Each fund was established as a first-tier, special revenue fund,[footnoteRef:2] with the King County Department of Community and Human Services (DCHS) director serving as the manager of both funds. These funds were also used to account for the levy proceeds from the renewal VHSL for 2012-2017, which was approved by voters in 2011. [1:  Ordinances 15279 and 17072, which placed the 2006-2011 and 2012-2017 VHSL levy propositions on the ballot, directed for the levy’s proceeds to be deposited into two special revenue funds. Per the ordinances, half of each levy’s proceeds were to be placed into the Veterans Services Levy Fund, with the other half to be placed in the Health and Human Services Levy Fund.]  [2:  Both funds were codified initially (added to) in K.C.C. 4.08.015, which was subsequently recodified in K.C.C. chapter 4A.200 in 2013.] 


On November 7, 2017, King County voters approved a new and expanded six-year levy for 2018-2023: The Veterans, Seniors and Human Levy (VSHSL). Ordinance 18555, which placed the levy proposition on the ballot, directed for the levy’s proceeds to be deposited into a special revenue fund. Ordinance 18615 created the Veterans, Seniors and Human Services Levy Fund to account for the proceeds from the 2018-2023 VSHSL. The VSHSL Fund (codified as K.C.C. 4A.200.747) is a first-tier, special revenue fund. The director of the King County Department of Community and Human Services (DCHS) is the manager of the fund.

ANALYSIS

Proposed Ordinance 2021-0379 would remove two retired funds that are no longer used from the King County Code. The two funds include the Veterans Services Levy Fund[footnoteRef:3] and the Health and Human Services Levy Fund[footnoteRef:4], both of which have not been used since the Veterans, Seniors and Human Services Levy Fund consolidated their purposes into a single fund in 2017.
