Project: September 2018 I-90/Rainier Avenue Freeway Station Closure
Location: I-90/Rainier Ave.
Background

The I-90/Rainier Freeway Station and the D2 HOV roadway between I-90 and 5th Avenue will permanently close in September 2018 due to the construction of Sound Transit East Link Light Rail and the future Judkins Park Station.  Most routes that currently serve the freeway station will be permanently revised to travel via the I-90 mainline to and from 4th Avenue South, bypassing the construction.  For routes 111, 114, 212 (peak direction trips), 214, 216, 218, and 219, there will be no alternative stop within a half mile of the Rainier Freeway Station.  Routes 212 (reverse peak direction trips), and 217 will be revised to enter and exit I-90 at Rainier Avenue.  The closest alternative stops (within a half mile) will be on Rainier Avenue S. at Charles St. (northbound) and Rainier Ave. S. at Norman St. (southbound), to maintain a connection between Seattle and the Eastgate/Factoria area.  Sound Transit is proposing complementary changes to Routes 550 and 554.
service proposal : for ordinance approval
Revise routes 111, 114, 212 (peak direction trips), 214, 216, 218, and 219 to stay on the I-90 mainline and enter and exit I-90 via 4th Avenue South.  These routes will no longer serve the I-90/Rainier Freeway Station and will have no replacement stop within half a mile.

related administrative changes
In a related change, Metro will revise the pathway for routes 212 and 217.  The reverse peak direction trips on route 212 and all trips on route 217 will enter and exit I-90 at Rainier Avenue S. with the closest alternative stops being at Rainier Ave. S. at Charles St. (northbound) and Rainier Ave. S. at Norman St. (southbound).  
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
