Dear Councilmember Gossett:
This letter transmits an ordinance that will authorize the King County Executive to enter into a 10-year concession agreement with Wash Spot LLC, doing business as Wash Spot Express, for a dog wash and grooming concession at Marymoor Park. 
The Parks Business Plan directs the Parks and Recreation Division (“the Division”) of the Department of Natural Resources and Parks to secure partnerships with organizations and businesses to generate revenue and provide recreational amenities. This legislation enables the Division to provide dog grooming services and goods to park users through a concession agreement with Wash Spot LLC.  
Wash Spot LLC has operated a popular, self-service dog wash business in Marymoor Park for the past five years under a five-year concession agreement with the Division. Based on the past concession agreement, the Division and Wash Spot LLC negotiated a base rent fee schedule tied to the Seattle-Tacoma-Bremerton Consumer Price Index. The base rent fee will be set at $1,050.00. Wash Spot LLC will pay the Division ten percent of monthly gross receipts exceeding $8,000 per month. Together, the estimated annual income is approximately $20,000 per year over the 10-year period of the concession agreement. 
This legislation addresses the goals of encouraging a diverse King County economy and providing services that are responsive to community needs outlined in the King County Strategic Plan.  Furthermore, this partnership helps diversify revenue sources for the Division and provide additional park amenities at Marymoor Park.
