SUBJECT

A MOTION confirming the executive’s appointment of Linda Walker, who resides in council district seven, to the King County civil rights commission as the district seven representative.

SUMMARY

This motion would confirm Ms. Linda Walker to King County Civil Rights Commission to serve as the District Seven representative to the commission for a partial term expiring June 1, 2017.

BACKGROUND 

The King County Civil Rights Commission is composed of twelve members, one from each council district nominated by the Councilmember and three at-large members nominated by the Executive.

The commission is charged to serve in an advisory capacity to the county executive and the council on matters concerning affirmative action, disability access, equal employment opportunity, contract compliance, fair housing, minority/woman business and public accommodations to ensure the consistent application of all county ordinances, rules and regulations concerning these programs.

Ms. Walker obtained a Master’s of Science degree from the University of Montana, earned an Administrative License for Assisted Living, and is currently retired. Ms. Walker’s professional achievements encompass years of working with Native people in social services and a background in working with oppressed and minorities.  As stated in her application, Ms. Walker feels that she has an understanding of the difficulties we are all facing in order to become a more unified Nation. Additionally, Ms. Walker noted that communication, dedication, and commitment to each other is the only solution to the problems we face in our country to enable better understanding and a quality of life for each of us.
