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SUBJECT:  A MOTION confirming the executive’s appointment of Peter Anderson, who resides in council district twelve, to the King County museum of flight authority board.

SUMMARY:  Mr. Anderson is the owner of Galvin Flying Services, a fixed base operator located at King County International Airport.  His company provides a full range of services to corporations and the general aviation industry.  Their services include charter flights, hangar space rental, fueling, flight lessons, aircraft parts sales and maintenance.  The company was founded in 1930 by Mr. Anderson’s uncle and has been providing excellent service for 74 years.  For the last seven years Galvin Flying Services has been voted the number one independent fixed base operator in the nation.
Mr. Anderson has been very involved in civic affairs for a long time.  Recent activities include membership in:

· King County Airport Master Plan Committee – 1980;
· Duwamish Coalition – 1994 – 1995;

· King County International Airport Roundtable Advisory Committee – 1998 to present;

· Washington State Aeronautics Aviation Advisory Committee – 2002 – present.

BACKGROUND:  King County created the King County Museum of Flight Authority in 1985 to “provide for the development and operation of a first class air and space museum as authorized under RCW 35.21.730 through 35.21.755.” KCC 15.92.  The Authority is an “independent legal entity exclusively responsible for its own debts, obligations and liabilities,” governed by its Charter and By-laws.  The Museum of Flight is a public development authority, with the same legal structure as the Pike Place Market.  It is one of only two public development authorities created by King County.  The second is the Cultural Development Authority.
Board Composition: Ordinance 7444 establishes a Board consisting of seven directors to govern the Authority.

Scope of Powers: Article V, Section 5.01 of the Authority’s Charter sets forth its powers.  These include the power to:

· Own and sell real and personal property;
· Contract for any corporate purpose with the United States, a state, and any political subdivision or agency of either, and with individuals, associations and corporations;
· Lend and borrow funds;
· Perform all manner and type of community services and activities; and
· Issue negotiable bonds and notes.
Other powers and limitations on powers are set forth in Sections 5.01 and 5.02 of the Authority’s Charter, included hereto as Attachment #3.
