State preemption.
The state of Washington hereby fully occupies and preempts the entire field of firearms regulation within the boundaries of the state, including the registration, licensing, possession, purchase, sale, acquisition, transfer, discharge, and transportation of firearms, or any other element relating to firearms or parts thereof, including ammunition and reloader components. Cities, towns, and counties or other municipalities may enact only those laws and ordinances relating to firearms that are specifically authorized by state law, as in RCW 9.41.300, and are consistent with this chapter. Such local ordinances shall have the same penalty as provided for by state law. Local laws and ordinances that are inconsistent with, more restrictive than, or exceed the requirements of state law shall not be enacted and are preempted and repealed, regardless of the nature of the code, charter, or home rule status of such city, town, county, or municipality.

Bass v City of Edmonds, 199 Wn.2d 403 (2022)
“…RCW 9.41.290 broadly preempts local ordinances that directly regulate firearms themselves, but not necessarily ordinances that have an incidental effect on the use and enjoyment of firearms or exercises of municipal authority that do not establish rules of general application to the public.” 



Bipartisan Safer Communities Act
· Support for “Red Flag” laws: $750M for Edward Byrne Memorial Justice Assistance Grant (JAG) Program for crisis intervention programs including extreme risk protection orders under “red flag” laws to help keep guns out of the hands of individuals a court has determined to be a significant danger to themselves or others. Funding can also be used for veterans’ courts, mental health courts, and drug courts. 
· Domestic violence provisions: Closes boyfriend loophole to law prohibiting individuals convicted of a misdemeanor crime of domestic violence as part of a dating relationship from purchasing or possessing firearms for five years. 
· Dating relationships determined by courts based on length and nature of relationship, and the frequency and type of interaction between the individuals involved in the relationship.
· Requires more gun sellers to register as Federally Licensed Firearm Dealers. The impact is that more individuals who sell guns as primary source of income will have to administer background checks before selling guns.
· Bolster background check requirements for individuals under age 21. 	
· Juvenile and mental health records would be a disqualifying record as part of a check to purchase firearms from licensed dealers.
· If someone under 21 tries to buy a gun, the National Instant Criminal Background Check System (NCIS) would have three days to investigate for cause for further review. If further review is warranted, the system would have 10 days to immediately contact the criminal history repository or juvenile justice information system, mental health records, and local law enforcement agencies to investigate for disqualifying records, and inform the licensed dealer whether the transfer or receipt of the gun would violate the law.
· Gun trafficking and straw purchases: Creates new federal crimes of gun trafficking and straw purchasing, which makes it easier to go after those who are buying guns for individuals who are not allowed to purchase weapons on their own.
· Penalties include fines and up to 15 years in prison. 
· Guns purchased illegally for trafficking and any related profit would be covered by criminal forfeiture laws. 
· Investments in children and family mental health services: provides resources for national expansion of community behavioral health center model; improves access for children, youth, and families though Medicaid and Children’s Health Insurance Program (CHIP); increases access to mental health services for youth and families in crisis via telehealth; provides investments to programs that expand provider training in mental health, support suicide prevention, crisis and trauma intervention and recovery.
· Certified Community Behavioral Health Clinic: expands existing Medicaid CCBHC demonstration program to all states to increase access to community based behavioral health services.  
· School based mental health care: Provides resources and grant funding to states to implement, enhance, and expand school-based health programs. 
· Telehealth services for children: Provides resources to provide technical assistance and guidance to states to improve access to telehealth for services covered under Medicaid and CHIP.
· National Suicide Prevention Lifeline (9-8-8): Provides $150M to support implementation of the 9-8-8 Suicide and Crisis Lifeline. 
· Increased funding for schools: invests in programs to expand mental health and support services in schools including early identification and intervention programs, school-based mental health and wrap-around services, improvements to school-wide learning conditions, and school safety.
· School based mental health services and staff: $500M to increase the number of qualified mental health service providers who provide school based mental health services to students in school districts with demonstrated need. 
· Training and pipeline development for school based mental health staff: $500M in funding to help train and diversify the pipeline of school counselors, school social workers, and school psychologists.
· $1B in funding to support a variety of activities to improve conditions for student learning, including developing positive school climates through evidence-based practices.
· Resources for after school and summer programs.
· School safety: $300M to institute safety measures in and around schools, support school violence prevention efforts and provide training to school personnel and students. 
· School safety: Homeland Security to create federal clearinghouse on evidence-based practices and recommendations to improve school safety.
