SUBJECT

Proposed Motion 2023-0331 would confirm the Executive’s appointment of Ken Moninski, who resides in council district nine, to the King County International Airport Roundtable, as a representative from a commercial enterprise. The term would be a partial term expiring August 31, 2024. 

BACKGROUND

The Council established the King County International Airport (KCIA) Roundtable in 1997.[footnoteRef:1] The purpose of the Roundtable is to advise and make recommendations to airport management, the Executive, and the Council on the airport budget, programs, regulations, master plans and noise reduction strategies, and other related matters. [1:  Ordinance 12785 and K.C.C. chapter 15.94] 


The Roundtable is comprised of sixteen[footnoteRef:2] regular voting members and one non-voting member representing the following interests: [2:  Council recently adopted Ordinance 19713. Once in effect, there will be ten (instead of eight) members from communities directly affected by the airport. A representative from South Park will be added and the current Beacon Hill/Rainier Valley position will be separated into two positions – one for Beacon Hill and one for Rainier Valley. This will bring the total number of members up to eighteen (instead of sixteen). ] 


· Communities directly affected by the airport (eight members). One each from Georgetown; Magnolia or North Seattle; Tukwila; Renton/Kent/South King County; Beacon Hill/Rainier Valley; West Seattle; unincorporated King County; and one at-large; 
· Airport tenants (four members). One each from a cargo operator or scheduled air carrier, small general aviation and corporate tenants, and one from Boeing;
· Commercial enterprise, which is an off-site user or off-site provider of airport-related services (one member);
· Pilots’ association (one member);
· Labor (two members); and
· Federal Aviation Administration (one ex-officio non-voting member).

Members of the Roundtable can serve up to two consecutive three-year terms or until a successor is appointed.[footnoteRef:3] Terms of the members are staggered consistent with the provisions of K.C.C. chapter 2.28, and members of the Roundtable shall serve without compensation.[footnoteRef:4] The Roundtable is authorized to adopt bylaws and operating rules and appoint subcommittees. Subcommittee membership may include representatives who are not regular members of the Roundtable. The Executive may also appoint non-voting ex-officio members to serve at the Executive’s discretion.  [3:  K.C.C. 15.34.030. Representatives of Boeing and Labor are exempt from term limits. ]  [4:  Ordinance 19713, recently adopted by the Council, amends the County Code to provide compensation for all members of the Roundtable who are neither employees of King County nor employees of other municipal governments in accordance with the County Code and in compliance with federal obligations. ] 


APPOINTEE INFORMATION
 
Appointee Kenneth (Ken) Moninski. Proposed Motion 2023-0331 would appoint Ken Moninski to the KCIA Roundtable as a representative from a commercial enterprise, which is an off-site user or an off-site provider of airport related services. The term would be a partial term expiring August 31, 2024.

Mr. Moninski resides in council district nine and works in council district five. He is the owner and president of Global Aircraft Services headquartered in Tukwila. According to the company's website, Global Aircraft Services is an "industry leader in the provision of services related to the managed movement of commercial aircraft throughout the world." The company provides flight crews and related aviation services to reposition commercial aircraft on behalf of leasing companies, international airlines, technical organizations, and government agencies.[footnoteRef:5]   [5:  https://gairservices.com/ ] 


In his application materials, Mr. Moninski states that he has over 30 years of experience in aviation management, including responsibility for properties and facilities oversight at eleven North American airports for a major international airline.  

ANALYSIS

Staff has not identified any issues with the proposed appointment. It appears to be consistent with the requirements of the King County Code.
