Dear Councilmember Sullivan:

I am pleased to transmit to the Council an ordinance authorizing me to enter into an interlocal agreement with the City of Enumclaw for transfer of the Enumclaw Pool.  I believe this agreement is in the best interests of King County pool users and taxpayers.  

The City has agreed to assume ownership and operation of Enumclaw Pool, which is wholly within the corporate boundaries of the City.  Under the agreement, the County would transfer ownership no later than March 31, 2003.  The pool is currently being operated under a three month use agreement which was cooperatively entered into by the County and the City in late December 2002.  

On February 5, 2003, over 87 percent of the registered voters in Enumclaw voted in the affirmative to increase their property taxes to pay for pool operation and maintenance.  I am pleased that the pool will remain open to the community and King County residents.  

I look forward to favorable action by the County Council.
