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Subject:  A MOTION confirming the Executive’s appointment of Justin Walsh, who resides in Council District Five, to the King County Civil Rights Commission.

Committee Action:  At its April 13, 2004 meeting, the Labor, Operations and Technology Committee voted to forward this motion, with an amended Attachment C, Board Profile dated March 30, 2004, to the full Council with a do pass consent recommendation.  The vote was 4 ayes, no nos and 1 excused.

Summary:   Proposed Motion 2004-0022 confirms the Executive’s appointment of Justin Walsh to the King County Civil Rights Commission for a partial term expiring on June 1, 2006.  Mr. Walsh is currently a member of the human rights advocacy group, Amnesty International.  He is employed as a field computer technician with Unisys Corporation in Tukwila.

Background:  The Civil Rights Commission is composed of sixteen individuals.  Each of thirteen members represents one of the thirteen council districts.  Three members serve at-large.  The Commission is charged to serve in an advisory capacity to the county executive and the council on matters concerning affirmative action, disability access, equal employment opportunity, contract compliance, fair housing, minority/woman business and public accommodations to ensure the consistent application of all county ordinances, rules and regulations concerning these programs.
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
